Brgy Pula, Canlaon City Volcano Evacuation Drill 

Date: 7 July 2012 
Target sitios: Minabuntod, upper Pula, Upper 
Pantao, Lower Pantao 
Scenario: Sudden Phreatic explosion.These sitios are 
the nearest  (between 4-5 km radius). The purok 
leaders will sound the batingting to alarm the other 
residents about the phreatic event. Residents 
evacuate.
